Sunday of the Holy Ancestors of Christ
On the Sunday between December 11" and 17", the Church celebrates the ancestors of Christ
according to the flesh, together with all the patriarchs of the Old Testament who were related
to Him in any way. Before the Law: Adam, Enoch, Melchisedek, Abraham, Isaac, Jacob and
his twelve sons, the founders of the Twelve Tribes of Israel. After the Law: Moses, Aaron,
Joshua, Samuel, David: the four Major Prophets: Isaiah, Jeremiah, Ezekiel, Daniel, and the
Three Holy Youths; the twelve minor Prophets; and Elias, Elisha, Zachariah, John the Baptist
and the Blessed Virgin Mary.
Christ did not come to destroy the Law and the Prophets, but to fulfill them by perfecting the
work of all those who had preceded Him and announced His coming: all those who had
inspired hope in the salvation to come and in the establishment through the blood of the
Savior of the new covenant between God and man, the covenant of
love, of life in God and of its consummation in the bosom of the
Father in Heaven.
The present commemoration is a preparation for the birth of
Christ, the purpose of which is to create in the faithful’s heart an
atmosphere of expectation, hope, and anxious eagerness for the
coming of Christ.
